REVIEW THE SERMON

Context

Every culture loves a good story, but the crucifixion is the most
crucial story of all time for all cultures. After healing a 40-year old
man who was born lame, Peter preached to an amazed Jewish
crowd. Peter, leader of the 12 ordinary men we met in Matthew
10, powerfully presents Jesus as the crucified, suffering servant.

Main Points
I. Know the historical reality of the crucifixion
a. Christ’s deity vs. man’s denial
b. Man’signorance vs. God’s intentions
II. Embrace the theological ramifications of the crucifixion
a. Saving purpose
b. Scriptural promise
