Context

Reasons to answer, “What about Christians and racism,” include a
kind of default racism, unspoken assumptions, and a lack of ethnic
diversity in our church. The Gospel demands that we die to
ourselves, our own natural ways of thinking and acting, and so the
Gospel must drive our view of ethnicity as it does all else. The
Gospel is the greatest antidote for and argument against racism.
